ABSTRACT PREPARATION
Abstract should fit no more than two pages of size A4, portrait orientation. MS Word for Windows should be used. All margins 25 mm, font Times New Roman 12 pt, 1.5 line spacing. First line(s): TITLE (CAPITALS, CENTERED, BOLD), then AUTHORS (CAPITALS, CENTERED), then Affiliations and E‑mail of the presenting author (italic, centered). Superscript numbers (1, 2, 3, etc.) can be used to identify the authors’ affiliations if they are from different organizations. Name of the presenting author should be underlined. The deadline for Abstract submission is January 30th, 2011. The Abstracts should be mailed to star@catalysis.ru .
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VENUE
The Conference will take place in the Conference Hall of the Baikal Museum ISC SB RAS, which is situated on the Lake Baikal coast in Listvyanka near the Angara river headstream (1, str. Akademicheskaya).
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ACCOMODATION
From 03 to 09 July 2011, one- and two-bed rooms are booked in the Hotel “Baikal”.*** The Hotel “Baikal” (13, Akademicheskaya str., Listvyanka) is located in one of the most beautiful Baikal areas near the beginning of the Angara river.
