Â ðàáîòå áûëà ïðèâåäåíà ¾îòëè÷èòåëüíàÿ àòàêà¿íà Simeck, êîòîðûé ÿâëÿåò-
ñÿ íîâûì ñåìåéñòâîì ¾ëåãêîâåñíûõ¿áëî÷íûõ øèôðîâ. Áûëî íàéäåíî íàèáîëüøåå
÷èñëî ðàóíäîâ, ïîñëå êîòîðûõ ¾îòëè÷èòåëüíàÿ àòàêà¿áûëà ðåàëèçîâàíà óñïåøíî.
Äëÿ Simeck 48/96 and Simeck 64/128 ýòî ÷èñëî ðàâíî 18 è 19 ðàóíäîâ, ÷òî ñîñòàâ-
ëÿåò 50% è 43% îò îáùåãî êîëè÷åñòâà ðàóíäîâ, ñîîòâåòñòâåííî.
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
